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Introducing the treasures of Nishi Ward
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Shikagaki (Deer wall)

Location: Noko, Nishi-ku

During the Edo Period, Nokonoshima Island
served as the Kuroda Clan’s hunting ground for
deer, boasting a population of around 600 deer at
its peak. In 1836, a 2-km-long stone wall, stretching
from east to west, was built to prevent the herds
from damaging farms and plowed fields. This wall,
known as the Shikagaki, stood two meters high and
featured a trench three meters in width dug in front
of the wall, preventing deer herds from moving
southward.

Towards the end of the Edo Period, the British
also came to Nokonoshima Island for deer hunting.
It is said that Thomas Glover, a renowned Scottish
businessman who lived in Japan from 1859 until his
death in 1911, also visited the island for hunting
purposes. In the early Meiji Period, however, the
deer population dwindled. In the early Taisho
Period, nine deer were brought to Nokonoshima
Island from Yakushima Island, in the hope of
restoring them as the island’s main attraction.
However, just after World War Il, GHQ generals
began hunting deer on the island, and by around
1946, no deer remained. Although only a portion of
Shikagaki remains, it is considered valuable as
remains of this scale are rare to find elsewhere in
Japan.

Shikagaki Preservation Society

Location: Noko, Nishi-ku

I his society Is comprised ot volunteers both on
and off Nokonoshima Island, aiming to restore
Shikagaki as a site of historical and cultural
heritage to attract more visitors.

In 2024, about 300 meters of the Shikagaki
were repaired by restacking the stones. The
surrounding village forests and a walkway along
the Shikagaki were also restored. The society’s
goal is to restore the entire two-kilometer length
of the Shikagaki.

This project contributes not only to preserving
the Shikagaki but also to revitalizing desolated
forests, mitigating natural disasters, and
protecting farmlands from wild animals such as
boars. The wall plays a vital role in safeguarding
the island’s natural environment and sustaining
the livelihoods of its residents.
